MEASLES OUTBREAK

While there are currently no confirmed measles cases in Nevada County, the outbreak is anticipated to grow.  Measles can spread quickly and is often not diagnosed until the rash appears, which is four days after a person is contagious.  If your child has not received at least one dose of the MMR vaccine and is exposed to measles, he/she may be excluded from attending school or child care for 21 days or longer per state law to prevent further spread of the disease.  Please ensure your children are up-to-date with their vaccines.  The Nevada County Health Department is offering immunization clinics. The MMR vaccine is being given for free on the 2nd and 4th Thursday at the mobile clinic located behind the Vets Building located at 255 S. Auburn St.   They will also be given on Mondays from 2:00 to 4:00 p.m., and Fridays from 9:00 to 11:00 a.m. at the Health Department located at 500 Crown Point Circle.
